Time is running out to sign up for our 2010 Reunion. The
cutoff for all reservations is Thursday, September 14th.
The Hotel Contract and our Contract with Armed Forces
Reunions both state that reservations must be in their
hands by Thursday, September 14th to be able to
“guarantee” your spot.
After that date, hotel and tour reservations will only be
accepted on a space available basis and hotel rates cannot
be guaranteed. As in the past, tour reservations may be
limited to a first come first served basis. Please remember,
we have a very liberal cancellation policy. So reserve early
and cancel out at a later date if you find you cannot make
the reunion.
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Commemorative Hats & Mugs
This year's ball hats and coffee mugs are in the process of
being manufactured.

USS Canberra Relics Aboard the HMAS Canberra II
I have been asked by some of our shipmates if the Wardroom Bar that was made from USS Canberra decking
had been sunk with the ex-HMAS Canberra (FFG-02). I contacted two of our honorary members (Mackenzie
Gregory and Lee Webster) in Australia. I received answers about the bar from both. Mr. Gregory informed me
that the bar was removed before the ex-HMAS Canberra was sunk. The following is the e-mail from Mr. Lee
Webster with his answer.

Hi Ken,
How goes it?
I know the HMAS Canberra 2 had several relics from the USS Canberra including the Wardroom Bar.
The historical relics on Australian Warships are on a special register and are accounted on a regular basis, in
addition they are sent to Spectacle Island in Sydney Harbour for safe keeping and will be assigned to
HMAS Canberra 3 which is currently being built in Spain and fitted out in Australia to be commissioned in
2013.
